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The body of Agathon, Hoplite Olympic Champion

The Olympic village was left reeling this morning after Agathon, the newly crowned Hoplite race Olympic champion, was discovered dead, outside the Olympic Baths. He was found with the ceremonial olive wreath he had won only hours before, around his neck.

This turn of events arrives at the end of what has been widely hailed a particularly successful Olympic Games. Fighting and bloodshed outside of the Olympic Arena has been down 40% on previous years, and it had been hoped that this year’s Games could be completed without any scandal.

The victim, an Athenian Hoplite, had recently returned from the Peloponnesian Wars, where he commanded a great victory against the Spartan, Corinthian and Theban forces. He is widely regarded as one of the 
greatest warriors and tacticians of recent years. 

Sources within the city guard have confirmed that the death of Agathon is indeed being treated as suspicious and that he had in fact, died of strangulation. The weapon used, was his ceremonial Olive Wreath – the prize given to all Olympic Champions. 


No one has yet been charged with Agathon’s murder, though there are many who believe that his death may be the result of widespread rumours that he won his event by cheating. One of the few unmarried women at the Stadium was heard shouting “You dirty rotten cheat!” as Agathon left yesterday evening. 


The city guard are currently questioning a number of suspects and a statement is likely to be released later this morning.
